Complete your mail-in ballot:
1.Mark the ballot (follow instructions carefully).
2.Place it in the Security Envelope.
3.Sign and date the outside of the Security Envelope (don’t forget!).
4.Seal the Security Envelope.
5.Place the Security Envelope in the pre-paid return envelope (no

additional postage required).
6.Seal the Return Envelope.
